Deed Thomas MARVEL from Thos. WALLER, Saml. CONNAWAY & wife

This Indenture made the twenty seventh day of November in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and thirty four (1834) by and between Thomas WALLER of Robert of North West Fork Hundred and Sussex County and State of Delaware and Samuel CONNAWAY of John and Polly CONNAWAY his wife of Nanticoke Hundred and county and State aforesaid of the one part and Thomas MARVEL inkeeper (sic) of the last mentioned hundred and County and State aforesaid of the other part Witnesseth that the said Thomas MARVEL for and in consideration of the sum of Fifty Dollars good and lawfull money of the State aforesaid them the said Thomas WALLER and Samuel CONNAWAY & wife in hand paid at and before the unsealing and delivery of these presents by him the said Thomas MARVEL the receipt whereof they the said Thomas WALLER and Samuel CONNAWAY and wife doth acknowledge themselves to be fully satisfied contented and paid and therefore doth Exonerate acquit and forever discharge him the said Thomas MARVEL his heirs and assigns forever and in consideration thereof they the said Thomas WALLER and Samuel CONNAWAY and wife hath given granted bargained and sold and by these presents doth give grant bargain and sell alienate release convey and confirm unto him the said Thomas MARVEL his heirs and assigns forever Nine acres and three fourths of an acre of Land being part of a survey granted in the year 1776 unto John CONNAWAY father of the aforesaid Samuel CONNAWAY and the part of the said survey now conveyed by them Indenture is the South and East End of the same and has formerly been occupied and in the possession of Robert WALLER father of the said Thomas WALLER and has been called and know by the name of Long _____ (Coming?) and is bounded as follows to wit Beginning at a post standing thirty six and a quarter perches on the third line of the aforesaid Survey thence along the said third line of ditto south thirty one and three quarters degrees East seventy three and three quarter perches to a post near and on the south side of the State Road leading from Georgetown to Laurel thence north sixty six degrees West seventy four perches to a line of Wm. B. SPICER land thence along ditto North forty five and a quarter degrees East forty three perches to the place of beginning containing 9 ¾ acres of land as aforesaid be the same more or less To Have and To Hold unto him the said Thomas MARVEL his heirs and assigns forever and they the said Thomas WALLER and Samuel CONNAWAY and wife for themselves their heirs Executors and Administrators doth hereby covenant and agree to and with the said Thomas MARVEL that shall and will warrant secure and forever defend all of the aforesaid Nine and ¾ acres of land and premises with all of the appurtenances that is thereunto belonging or in any wise appertaining from the lawful claim or claims of all persons whatsoever claiming the same in through or under us unto the said Thomas MARVEL his heirs and assigns In Witness whereof them the said Thomas WALLER Samuel CONNAWAY and Polly CONNAWAY his wife hath hereunto their hands set and affixed their seals the day and year as aforesaid.
