Phillip MARVEL and Betsy MARVEL, wife of Phillip are held and firmly bound to Josiah MARVEL of Dorchester County in the sum of $1000.00 for which sum the said Phillip and Betsy will pay or cause to be paid, the condition of the bond is such that shall the said Phillip and Betsy and their heirs, etc. make over and convey to the said Josiah all their right, title interest in the lands left by the last will and testament of Joseph MARVEL, deceased to the said Phillip MARVEL excepting for 5 acres where the old county road crosses the state road to be laid off so as to include the new house and black smith’s shop—all the rest of the lands which were the property of Joseph MARVEL, deceased lying in Nanticoke Hundred with all the houses etc. belonging then the bond shall be void and of no effect.
